Evaluation will be based on academic performance, work experience, community involvement, letter of
recommendation, and evidence of leadership, motivation, character, and plans to pursue a career in
engineering. The recipients of each scholarship will be announced & celebrated at the SWE-OC
Professional Development Conference held in May.

20th, 2026.

Personal Biography (100 words max) - This will be publicly shared ONLY if selected as a recipient
