SWE-OC will award one Graduate Scholarship in the amount of $800.
The minimum criteria for selection are as follows:
e  Must be a member of SWE
e  Must have at least one full academic year left before graduation
e Enrolled at an accredited college or university in the Orange County area of Southern California
(including Biola University, California Baptist University, CSU Fullerton, CSU Long Beach, Chapman
University, Long Beach City College, UC Irvine, and UC Riverside). If you are entering a graduate
program, you may apply, however, proof will be required before fund disbursement.
GPA of 3.3 or higher
Currently pursuing a graduate degree in engineering, engineering technology, or computer science

Evaluation will be based on academic performance, work experience, community involvement, letter of
recommendation, and evidence of leadership, motivation, character, and plans to pursue a career in
engineering. Active members of SWE will be prioritized in the selection process. The recipients of each
scholarship will be announced & celebrated at the SWE-OC Professional Development Conference held in
May.

20th, 2026.
